To mark its 20" anniversary, Queensland’s peak organisation for writing and publishing, Queensland
Writers Centre, has officially opened its doors on Level 2 of the State Library of Queensland, within the
state’s Cultural Precinct in South Brisbane.

A State of Writing is new model of collaboration and innovation among the Queensland writing sector
which focuses on connecting writers, readers and ideas.

Queensland State Librarian, Lea Giles-Peters, said she welcomes the Queensland Writers Centre to the
State Library and anticipates innovative new ways it will benefit the Library’s existing public programming.

“Their exciting writing programs will boost the activities at the State Library, increasing the impact of both
organisations in Brisbane and across the state,” she said of Queensland Writers Centre.

“We look forward to working on big ideas, events, workshops, residencies, launches, and festivals
together.”

One of these collaborations is with slq’'s The Edge, to present innovative youth programs. The Edge,
opening at the Cultural Centre in February 2010, offers opportunities for experimentation in design, art,
technology and enterprise for young Queenslanders aged 15 to 25 years.

Through the State Library of Queensland, the Queensland Writers Centre will provide space for public
workshops, education and cultural programs and residencies.
